REPORT FOR THE MEETING OF
THE ADVISORY WATER COMMISSION OF THE SAN JOAQUIN COUNTY
FLOOD CONTROL AND WATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT
August 19, 2020

The regular meeting of the Advisory Water Commission of the San Joaquin County Flood Control and
Water Conservation District was held on Wednesday, August 19, 2020, beginning at 1:00 p.m., via the
Microsoft Teams Meeting Platform.

Mr. Tom McGurk, Chairman of the Advisory Water Commission (AWC), called the meeting to order at
1:02 pm.

. Roll Call

Present were Commissioners, Torres-O’Callaghan, Swimley, Breitenbucher, de Graaf, Wright, Winn,
Herrick, Holbrook, Elizabeth, Hartmann, Price, Neudeck; Alternates Reyna-Hiestand, Valente; Secretary
Zidar and Chairman McGurk. Also in attendance were Commissioner Nomellini and Alternate
Henneberry-Schermesser who arrived after roll call was completed.

Others present are listed on the Attendance Sheet. The Commission had a quorum.

L. Approval of Minutes for the May 20, 2020 Meeting

Mr. Chris Elias with SJAFCA noted an edit on the May 20, 2020 Meeting Minutes, stating that the State
funding for the Smith Canal Gate Project was 63% rather than 53%. Mr. Elias’ noted correction was

taken into record by Chairman McGurk.

Commissioner Christopher Neudeck made the motion and Commissioner Will Price second to approve
the minutes of May 20, 2020 with the amended figure from Mr. Elias.

Chairman McGurk asked for any Opposed or Abstained. With none, the motion passed unanimously.

SCHEDULED ITEMS

Mr. Tom McGurk, Chairman of the Advisory Water Commission (AWC), led the agenda.

1. Discussion ltems:

A. SJAFCA Project Update and Status Report - Chris Elias, Tony Rizk, Juan Neira, SJAFCA

Chris Elias with SUAFCA introduced his colleagues Tony Rizk and Juan Neira to present an update and
status report on SJAFCA Projects. Mr. Rizk provided a brief description of the background, boundary,
mission, plans, and current projects was provided, noting that SUJAFCA has completed their strategic
Planning and is currently working on their Implementation Planning with the next step being their
Financing Plan.

Mr. Neira presented slides providing an overview and update of the Smith Canal Gate Project. The
project background was provided to the Commission, including details on the Smith Canal
encroachments and the FEMA Flood Map Modernization Program. Mr. Neira provided details on the
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Mr. Zidar provided a brief update on the NPDES Storm Water Management Plan (SWMP), stating that
the plan is completed and awaiting feedback notes from the Regional Water Control Board before
submittal.

3. Sustainable Groundwater Management Act (SGMA)
a. Eastern San Joaquin Subbasin

Mr. Zidar provided updates on the recent ESJ GWA Steering Committee and Board Meetings, of the
resolutions approved to support a Watershed Coordinator Grant Application submittal, and authorization
of Task Orders to Woodard Curran for work under the Proposition 68 Grant. Mr. Zidar provided the
dates for the next scheduled Steering Committee and Board Meetings, as well as details on resuming
the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) Meetings. Commissioner George Hartmann questioned the
DWR timeline for comments on the ESJ GSP submitted. Mr. Zidar advised that DWR has two years to
complete review and he did not anticipate any comments prior to that 2022 deadline.

b. Tracy Subbasin

Mr. Zidar also provided the Commission with an update on the Tracy Subbasin and their GSP efforts
and progress. Mr. Zidar stated that the GSA’s have completed the first three chapters of the GSP and
have released them for Public Comment, due by August 215t. Additionally, the first Public Workshop
was held July 215t and provided an overview of the completed three chapters. Commissioner Mary
Elizabeth noted that she attended the Public Workshop and it was very informative and staff did a great
job.

4. IRWMP

Mr. Zidar reported on the IRWMP, providing updates since the Commission’s last meeting date. Mr.
Zidar discussed the DAC Outreach that has been completed and the formation of DAC Task Force, to
provide recommendations and/or prioritizations of the nine priority projects. It was explained that the
DAC Task Force has met in both July and August and have recommended two projects, to the
Coordinating Committee, for receipt of funds. Mr. Zidar advised that the Coordinating Committee would
be meeting after the completion of the AWC Meeting and would consider the recommendations then.
Mr. Zidar additionally provided an update on the IRWMP, stating that the draft addendum to meet 2016
standards was completed and in internal review before circulation to the Coordinating Committee.

5. SWIF

Mr. Zidar provided a brief update on the Systems Wide Improvement Framework (SWIF), noting that it
was on schedule to meet the August 28, 2020 State deadline. Mr. Zidar provided details on the
revisions being made from the 2017 SWIF submittals and explained the status of the draft report and the
next steps in the review process. Mr. Zidar additionally, provided details on a critical piece of schedule
and milestones for a plan to correct the remaining deficiencies, and the Corps rule changes to include a
more complex Endangered Species Act compliance.

6. Upper Mormon Slough Erosion Repair Project
Mr. Zidar provided an update on the Upper Mormon Slough Erosion Repair Project, started in 2016.

Details on the project location, left and right banks of Mormon Slough, immediately downstream of
Escalon-Bellota Road Bridge, were provided as well as basic project progress. Mr. Zidar noted that the
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project was funded by DWR and managed locally with Seventy-Five percent (75%) design completed. It
was advised that the next steps were obtaining permits and CEQA, as well as coordinating with
Stockton East Water District (SEWD) and landowners to obtain Temporary Construction Easements
(TCE’s). Commissioner Mary Elizabeth questioned the effect on the enhanced fishery work. Mr. Zidar
advised this project area does not have much impact on fishery work, or enhancement. Mr. Zidar noted
an anticipated construction date of summer 2021 with completion by the end of 2021.

C. Grants — Matt Zidar, San Joaquin County

Mr. Zidar with San Joaquin County provided the following overviews and updates on the Grant
opportunities below.

1. Proposition 68 — Overview and Funding/Financing Elements. In progress through GWA with
decisions pending on funding and financing elements.

2. Watershed Coordinator Grant via GWA. GWA Board approved a resolution on August 12, 2020
to proceed with submitting an application for this Grant opportunity. Position will provide support
to the GWA during implementation of the GSP. Application is due September 15, 2020.

3. WaterSMART Water Drought Resiliency. Agencies came together to provide letters of support to
NSJWCD in their efforts to secure one of the WaterSMART Grants. No details on their award
yet. NSJWCD worked to combine local, state and federal grant monies to fund their project.

4. Pending Grant through the WaterSMART Water Marketing, but no details received as of yet. In
general, grants are for projects to move water within your basins or between basins, and manage
to the benefit of overlying water users.

5. Other Grants and Status. DWR has released the Draft Proposal Solicitation Package for review.
There will be twenty-six million dollars available in the first round of funding. Grant will allow for
one project per Basin for projects included in the GSP. The GWA will develop and implement a
review and selection process.

The public comment has closed for the draft Proposal Solicitation Package for the Department of Water
Resources’(DWR) Sustainable Groundwater Management (SGM) Grant Program. The final PSP is expected in
November of 2020. During the first round of funding, $26 million will be available for critically overdrafted
basins for projects that will assist with the implementation of groundwater sustainability plans (GSPs). A second
round of funding will be available beginning in 2022 and will have approximately $62 million available for
projects for high- and medium-priority basins.

SVSim Beta Model Released
DWR has released the beta version of the Sacramento Valley Groundwater-Surface Water Simulation Model
(SVSim) that can be used during GSP development. Instructions for use are included in the Roadmap to Running
SVSim document. A calibrated version of SVSim is expected in fall 2020.

C2VSim Fine Grid
Version 1.0 is under QA/QC and documentation is under review. This is expected to be released in early Fall of
2020. C2VSim is an integrated numerical model that simulates water movement through the linked land surface,
groundwater and surface water flow systems in California's Central Valley using the IWFM modeling platform.
