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REPORT FOR THE MEETING OF 
THE ADVISORY WATER COMMISSION OF THE SAN JOAQUIN 

COUNTY FLOOD CONTROL AND WATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT 
April 20, 2022 

The regular meeting of the Advisory Water Commission of the San Joaquin County Flood Control and 
Water Conservation District was held on Wednesday, April 20, 2022, beginning at 1:00 p.m. 

Mr. Thomas McGurk, Chairman of the Advisory Water Commission (AWC), called the meeting to 
order at 1:03 pm. 

I. Roll Call

Present were Commissioners Nomellini, Torres-O’Callaghan, Swimley, Herrick, Elizabeth, Panzer, 
Price, Neudeck; Alternates Reyna-Hiestand, Weststeyn, Valente; Secretary Zidar and Chairman 
McGurk.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Hartmann and Winn who arrived after roll call was 
completed.  

Others present are listed on the Attendance Sheet. The Commission had a quorum. 

II. Approval of Minutes for the February 16, 2022 Meeting

Commissioner Mary Elizabeth requested an edit of the minutes to reflect her statement as follows. 

“Commissioner Elizabeth requested Zone 2 monies be used and considered for mapping existing 
wells in a geo-located database.” 

Commissioner John Herrick made the motion and Alternate Commissioner Stephanie Reyna-
Heistand second to approve the minutes of February 16, 2022 with requested edit.   

With none opposed, the motion passed. 

SCHEDULED ITEMS 

 Chairman McGurk of the Advisory Water Commission (AWC), led the agenda. 

III. Discussion Items / Action Items:

A. Hydrologic Conditions and Groundwater Reports
At the request of Secretary Zidar item A was moved to the second spot on the agenda’s Discussion 
and Action Items, to allow for selection of 2022 Chairman and Vice Chairman prior to official meeting 
items. 

Mr. Glenn Prasad with San Joaquin County (SJC) provided an overview report to the group, 
encompassing the Fall Groundwater Reports and Hydrologic Conditions.  An overview of the 
SJCFCWCD Groundwater Monitoring Program was provided, noting the monitoring and reporting of 
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groundwater levels has been occurring since 1971 and is coordination with CalWater, EBMUD and 
DWR.  Also noted was the inclusion of 249 wells in the reporting, with most being monitored by 
County Staff.  Mr. Prasad noted that 237 wells are monitored for water levels and 12 for water 
quality, with some variance due to circumstances such as destruction, construction, and accessibility 
issues.  Mr. Prasad provided details on the changes made to the annual reports, such as refining the 
list of wells used, adding surface water reservoirs and river gages, revisions to the hydrographs, and 
expanded contouring efforts.  Mr. Prasad also noted the development of a county-wide Data 
Management System (DMS) with the help of GEI, allowing for more readily produced annual reports 
and the ability to access specific groundwater level data. 

Mr. Prasad provided graphs and mapping, tracking rainfall distribution at the Tracy Carbona Station 
and the Camp Pardee Station, and noting rainfall last year was down 30-50% from the normal.  
Additionally provided were graphs and mapping dictating surface water distribution, noting 50% 
reduction in storage at the monitored locations.  Mr. Prasad provided details on the 2019, 2020,2021 
groundwater level changes, noting the changes from wet, dry, and critical years.  Mr. Shawn Storey 
with GEI noted that new markers in the 2020-2021 mapping is likely due to monitored wells that 
were not monitored in previous years.   

Mr. Prasad provided additional details on the groundwater level profiles, noting the three sections 
and explaining the cross sections A, B, C lows and how they become low at the North end.  The 
group questioned if the South end is recovering or expanding at the North.  Mr. Prasad noted it is 
expanding as it moves North.  Additionally provided were details on groundwater contours and 
groundwater depression sizes, noting the cone of depression is getting larger.  Mr. Prasad reviewed 
graphing which dictated the size, in acres, of the depression size, noting he would expect the cone 
of depression to get larger with dry years.  An overview of the stats for dry years versus the 2019 
wet year was provided.  It was noted that historically, in a decade we see 7 dry years and 3 wet 
years and that according to DWR reports, 2022 is not look good.  With that note, an overview of 
future projections was provided.  Mr. Prasad additionally provided mapping and graphing showing 
groundwater quality, noting that while there is not a lot of information currently, there are plans to 
sync up with SJC Environmental Health to obtain more data for the County. 

Commissioner Elizabeth questioned if the same wells were being used for these annual reports as 
are used for the SGMA reporting.  Mr. Prasad advised they were not all the same, and noted that 
some were SGMA, Tracy Subbasin, and County wells.  Secretary Zidar noted that the wells used are 
ambient wells, set for these reporting processes and were not drinking wells.  Secretary Zidar added 
that some wells may be domestic or ag wells, but most are dedicated to monitoring. 

Mr. Prasad provided details on the future refinements to be made to the monitoring program, which 
include improvement in responsiveness and timing, installation of dataloggers, resolving well access 
issues, implementation of DMS, and creating consistency with SGMA reporting.  Secretary Zidar 
added that communication of information clearly, method of communication, and outreach would 
also be included in the monitoring program refinements.   

Mr. Dominic Gulli, a member of the public, questioned the maximum water that could be stored and 
if there was a possibility of storing more.  Discussion was had on the depleted acre feet of 
groundwater storage in relation to the amount recharged, noting that the long-term trend has been 
downhill.  Secretary Zidar noted that storage is what needs focus and a portion of the ESJ Basin 
GSP is dedicated to doing that.  Additionally noted was the storage capability of approximately 1-
1.5-million-acre feet is not going to change, and the issue is not with storage capability, but rather 
with getting the water there.  Mr. Storey added that GEI is developing more injection wells, allowing 
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for water injection during wet years to pull from during the dry years and that filling aquifer would 
require more reservoirs be built.  Secretary Zidar noted that there is good science happening up and 
down the valley. 

B. Selection of Chairman and Vice Chairman for 2022
At the request of Secretary Zidar, item B was moved to the beginning of the agenda’s 
Discussion and Action Items. 

Mr. Zidar requested nominations and appointment of the 2022 Chairman and Vice Chairman. 
Commissioner Nomellini made the motion to renew the Chairman term of Thomas McGurk for the  
2022 year.  Commissioner Swimley provided a second to the motion.  With none opposed, the  
motion was approved. 
Commissioner Price addressed the group, noting his desire to return to the Vice Chairman seat, with 
the understanding that he may potentially miss meetings.  Commissioner Nomellini made the motion 
to appoint Commissioner Price as Vice Chairman with the agreed upon understanding.   
Commissioner Nuedeck provided a second to the motion.  With none opposed, the motion was  
approved. 

The Commission appointed Thomas McGurk to the Chairman seat and Will Price to the Vice 
Chairman seat for the 2022 calendar year. 

C. Drought, Water Systems and Wells
Secretary Zidar provided a brief overview of the current information on the drought, water systems,  
and wells, noting the water year ending September 2021 was one of the driest on record with below 
average precipitation and water storage conditions.  Secretary Zidar provided presentation slides  
showing data on newly installed domestic, irrigation and dry well reporting, public supply wells, and  
domestic wells drilled.  Secretary Zidar provided details on the reported dry wells, noting the  
numbers in Fresno/Tulare areas are worse in the state.  The group questioned if the failure  
mechanism for these reported dry wells was known.  Secretary Zidar noted that additional details  
could possibly be obtained from DWR.  

Secretary Zidar provided a brief report on drinking water wells and the impacts the drought is having 
on them, noting we are all responsible to manage the systematic overdraft.  Secretary Zidar  
discussed emergency response versus long term planning and noted local government roles. 

1. OES Activity and Drought Response
Mr. Lowell Allen, Emergency Planner with SJC Office of Emergency Services (OES), provided an 
overview OES’s role during drought conditions, noting his function is to facilitate and coordinate 
efforts to mitigate issues that arise due to drought conditions, as well as facilitate discussions and 
actions between agencies.  Mr. Allen noted there is a scheduled monthly meeting of a Joint Task 
Force, which is composed of Cities, Irrigation Districts, Water Providers and State agencies and 
discusses a larger view of what is going on in the State and provides resources available to the SJC 
community.  Mr. Allen added that OES is addressing dry well issues as they arise, through local 
proclamation.  Additionally noted was the process for reporting dry wells to SJC Environmental 
Health (EH) and OES will assist with options and assistance available.  The group questioned the 
funding assistance and if it was locally or state funded.  Mr. Allen advised the loan programs were 
State and Federal Grant funded.   
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Additionally discussed was field fallowing and how many were do it due to drought conditions.  
Secretary Zidar noted that none were being done and there is a need to get out of the planning 
mode and move into the action mode and use the solutions and water assets available to the basin. 

The group questioned the outreach being done to homeless encampments by OES.  Mr. Allen 
advised that at this time OES has not been asked by SJC Behavioral Health Service or Human 
Services Agency to assist with the homeless community.  Additionally discussed was the 
mechanism for funding of OES and whether that was through the Safer Program or other grants 
being sought.  Mr. Allen noted that as we are in a proclaimed state of emergency, his office is 
tracking impacts on and efforts of SJC agencies so reimbursement can be requested through 
existing State and Federal grant programs. 

2. Governor’s Executive Order, Implications, and Related Drivers
Secretary Zidar provided a brief overview of the Governor’s Executive Order item 9, noting that both 
the local GSA and the SJC EH Department need to approve new well applications.  Discussion was 
had on licensed Civil Engineers being able to provide details on the determination of 
interference/subsidence, with Secretary Zidar noting the SJC EH Department has the final 
determination.  Clarification was provided on process; GSA makes determination and then 
application to SJG EH for their review and determination.  Mr. Fritz Buchman with SJC noted that 
there are currently six new well applications pending while the process is finalized between GSAs 
and SJC EH Department. 

3. ESJ GSP, GWA and DWR Comments/Responses
Secretary Zidar provide the Commission a review of the DWR comments to the ESJGWA GSP and 
the responses being composed on the deficiencies noted by DWR.  Some of the comments and 
draft responses were shared and discussed. 

4. EHD Well Permitting and Small Water Systems Regulation
Mr. Muniappa Naidu and Mr. Steven Shih with SJC Environmental Health Department (EHD) 
provided an overview of the new well permitting application review and approval process and how 
EHD is working towards a definitive process outline to comply with the new Executive Order.  Mr. Shi 
noted there are a lot of moving parts to the approval process in compliance with order. 

Discussion was had on conditioning well permits based on surface water versus the current 
groundwater basis.  It was noted that GSA approval of new well permits would have to be based on 
the adopted GSP and ow it reads.  Additionally discussed was the role of the GSAs, determining a 
process to be used, and the criteria being used.  It was noted that GSA approval of well permit 
applications does not require SJC Board of Supervisor approval.  The group discussed the well 
drilling depth levels and that a condition of permit approval should be depth, which may require an 
ordinance to adjust the standard for well drilling.  Mr. Shih noted a new standard should be the same 
across the County and be data driven rather than situational.  It was noted that DWR is in the 
process of updating well standards and that should be addressed as well. 

Secretary Zidar noted that input from the GSAs would be gathered at upcoming ESJGWA Technical 
Advisory Committee (TAC) meetings.  Mr. Brandon Nakagawa of SSJID questioned if SJC EHD 
would be participating in the discussions at the TAC level, noting that what is occurring down South 
is chaos and that there needs to be real clarity on what the GSAs are going to do.  Mr. Nakagawa 
questioned if the ESJGWA TAC was the appropriate forum or if a separate meeting with SJG EHD

and the GSAs needed to occur to discuss and determine the processes.  Commissioner Elizabeth 
noted her support in the well permit application matter being addressed and discussed in a separate 
forum.  The group noted the potential need for a county ordinance directing the process. 

IV. Grants and Funding

1. Other – Proposed Sales Tax Measure
Commissioner Winn provided a brief overview of his proposed sales tax measure, noting work done 
and where the plan was headed.  Commissioner Winn provided some details on transportation tax 
Measure K and how it’s progress and revenue could also be done with a Water Tax Measure.  
Discussion was had on the amount of funding needed and how a tax measure like this could provide 
the needed funds to complete projects related to the basin’s sustainability.  Commissioner Winn 
noted that he will request SJC Public Works Staff to reach out for projects to potentially be funded as 
part of his proposal.  A more detailed proposal will be brought back to the Advisory Water 
Commission in May for consideration of support. 

2. DWR SGMA Implementation Grant
Did not discuss item due to time constraints.

Did not discuss item due to time constraints.

Did not discuss item due to time constraints.

Mr. Gulli briefly 
explained a portion of his comment as being a request to have growing reed (bamboo) removed 
from areas of Smith Canal, Pershing Avenue Bridge.  Mr. Gulli explained the reed type, rate of 
growth, effects it is having on the water flow and suggested it was something public officials should 
investigate.  Mr. Gulli’s written comment is included in the minutes.
