Discussion/Action Items

a. DREAM Project — East Bay MUD shared information and data from the slide show
provided. Some of the details include:

e If three of four DREAM monitoring wells reach the minimum threshold,
extraction is reduced or stopped while data is evaluated by the monitoring
committee.

e If any one monitoring well reaches the maximum extraction threshold,
extraction will be stopped while data is evaluated by the monitoring

committee.

o If well 0(3NO7E21L003 exceeds it's SGMA minimum threshold extraction will
cease.

e Information from slide #13 was shared on the Groundwater Monitoring
Hydrographs

e Next Steps: Ongoing extraction and groundwater monitoring through the end
of March or April if extraction period is extended. Complete the pilot and
evaluate results and operational/technical lessons learned. Develop concepts
for a larger scale regional groundwater banking program in the San Joaquin

b. Fall 2023 Groundwater Report — Update provided by Bob Granberg. Bob shared that
we are currently in data collection for Spring of 2024, there are about 250 wells in the
report, and rainfall data is collected at 3 different stations. This report includes
reservoir data and structured by sections. Some changes from 2022 -2023 were an
increase in precipitation, most rain fell in December through March of 2023. The
groundwater report can be viewed here.

c. MICUP Update — Communication and Engagement updates include reviewed
partnership team roles and responsibilities, discussed success factors and barriers to
success, established success statements, values, and guiding principles with engagement
protocols to reinforce commitment to MICUP. Goals for the next quarterly meeting will
include Water availability analysis, groundwater recharge conditions, and recharge
project identification.

d. SJAFCA Paradise Cut Update — Glen Prasad shared a status update including $3M
received for the Feasibility Study, convened 8-member advisory committee, consultant
procurement, and project alignment and augmentation with additional $10M in State
investments. A few project milestones included existing and needed studies,
conservation and flood easement acquisition, engineering, and design.

Commissioner Comments — Mary Elizabeth requested an update in January on Senate Bill 552
Drought Contingency that was to establish a public meeting structure by January 2022. This
plan involves domestic wells and small water systems. In addition, the County entered a
contract for a storm water resource plan. Projects were identified and one limitation was the
County didn’t have a County-wide stormwater resource plan. She requested the planning effort
information be distributed to the AWC since the committee has not met since the plan was
developed. Fritz Buchman shared that there have been public meetings scheduled regarding
that effort and public outreach will be happening as well.
